You can choose the type of gift
that best reflects your intentions.

Suggested Legacy Giving Wording

Your solicitor may suggest including wording in your will such as:

‘I give (% of estate, a nominated amount, and/or shares) to Foundation Adelaide
Festival Limited ABN 635 081 506 of Level 9, 33 King William Street, Adelaide, for
the use and benefit of Adelaide Festival Corporation ABN 70 858 344 347 and |
direct that the receipt of an authorised officer for the time being of Foundation
Adelaide Festival shall be a full discharge to my executors and trustee who need
not see the application of any benefit hereby given.”
